FROM OUR PASTOR

Dear Partners in Ministry,

Another Lenten Journey is almost at an
end. Soon we will stand on the brink of
Holy Week, waving the palm branches
and participating in the Passion of Our
Lord. Soon we will sit at Passover
tables, breaking matzo bread and
leaning to the left to drink our wine.
Soon we will remember the Last
Supper, as Jesus gathered with his
friends to wash their feet and to give
new meaning to the Passover meal:
“This is my body. This is my blood.
Given and shed for you.” Soon we will
gather at the foot of a wooden cross
and hear the Seven Last Words.

There are those who would like to limit
the Christian story to the first and last
chapters: the Birth in Bethlehem and
the Resurrection in Jerusalem. But
without Lent and Holy Week, without
the journey to the cross, Christmas and
Easter have no meaning. Itis when we
have experienced the wonder of God’s
love made real in sacrifice that we can
sing our “Alleluias.” It is when we
come face to face with the Savior of the
World that we can truly celebrate what
it means to live a life of faith.

We live in challenging times, but the
reality is that our lives are less difficult
than the lives of many who have
gone before us in the faith.

We have the opportunity to gather for
worship because Christians were
willing to sacrifice and even die in order
to keep the Gospel message alive.
They were wiling to sacrifice
everything to share the Good News of
Jesus Christ.

The cross stands before us, reminding
us of God’s great love for us. The
cross stands before us, as a symbol of
the sacrifice of the Son of God. The
cross stands before us, challenging us
to pick up our own crosses, our own
commitments, our own concrete
reflections of God’s love for a needy
world.

As we move from Lent into Holy Week
and from there to the wonder of the
Easter celebration, may you embrace
the amazing joy and deepen your
commitment to the Lord of Life. May
you love others as God has loved you,
and may you give as Jesus gave.

Elizabeth’s Editorial

Holy Week is a significant time in our
individual lives and also in our life together as
the church. The Great Three Days or the
Triduum (meaning three days) can be seen as the
climax of our story as Christians. These days
that sit between Lent and Easter are the center of
the church year and the point to which all other
Sundays and festivals focus. The Three Days
best summarize who we are as Christians and
help us to see the core of who we are and whose
we are.

The Great Three Days are Maundy
Thursday, Good Friday, and the Easter Vigil. On
Maundy Thursday we partake in a meal that
Jesus shared with his closest friends, and we
participate in foot washing. Both of these are
reminders to us that God in Jesus has come to
serve us. God has come in humble service
hosting a simple meal and kneeling before us to
wash our weary feet. We then move into Good
Friday. This is a day full of both sorrow and
celebration. On Good Friday we see Jesus
hanging on the cross. However, Jesus did not
hang on the cross only because he was a
convicted criminal. Jesus took our sins and hung
them on the cross. On this day we see most
clearly the price that Jesus paid for our sins, and
because of this we call this day Good. The final
of the Great Three Days is the Easter Vigil, held
on Saturday evening. This service starts out in
the somber mood of Good Friday and then
moves into the celebration of Easter morning.
The worship begins in darkness and ends in
light. On this day we see the glory of the cross in
the midst of the light.

The God of these Three Days is a God
who lived on Earth instead of dwelling only in
heaven; a God who knelt before and washed the
feet of his followers instead of the other way
around; a God who chose the cross rather than a
throne; a God who overcame death by dying and
in doing so enlivened the lives of people
everywhere.

By participating in the Great Three
Days, we are not trying to re-create the events
that took place almost 2000 years ago. Instead,
we are participating in the mystery of what it
means for us today as Christians: that Christ
died and was raised. In the Three Days we

remember the past, dwell in the present, and
look with hope to the future. Time seems to all
converge at the same moment.

Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and the
Easter Vigil are best thought of as one
continuous service instead of three separate
services. One service leads into and builds on
the other. The whole story is best seen by
participating in all three. Therefore, you are
invited to this Great Three Day Feast. Come and
see what God has done in Jesus. Come and see
Jesus your servant, Jesus your host, Jesus who
died for your sins, and Jesus who rose again.
This is your story, this is our story, and Jesus
invites us to participate!
