for the past few months. As | continue to read
the updates and hear about the programs and
worship services, | feel increasingly excited
about beginning my internship in a few short
weeks.

Early this summer, | met with Pastor
Roberts when she came to Columbus. My
husband and | were able to have dinner with her
and begin to get to know her. We learned that
the people of St. Peter’s offer numerous gifts
and that the interns are provided with abundant
exciting learning opportunities where they get to
share their own talents.

We have shared celebrations
such as births and weddings in their families and
have been there for each other during times
when little seems to make sense and there are

deaths of loved ones. Although | am sad to leave
my clients and co-workers, | know that God is
calling me to continue my seminary education
and move to Bethlehem, where | can serve as
your intern and openly express my faith and
beliefs. | can’'t wait to hear all of your stori¢s,
learn about your lives, and to welcome you into
Ryan’s and my life.

Along with finishing our jobs in
Columbus, Ryan and | have made it a priority to
spend time with our families throughout the
summer, as this will be the furthest that we have
lived from our extended families. We have
travelled to South Carolina to visit with Ryan’s
father, who is stationed at Fort Jackson, and
have taken a carriage ride through the beautiful
historic town of Charleston. We have visited
Ryan’s parents, grandparents, and brothers in
Cincinnati, where we saw pictures of his best
friend’s trip to China and went to King’s Island.
We have also spent time with my parents, sister,
friends, and aunts and uncles in the small town
of Gibsonburg. Here we enjoyed visiting the
shores of Lake Erie and learning about growing
a garden, along with catching up with my best
friend from preschool. Our final two weeks
before our exciting move will be spent with a
week at each of our families’ homes, relaxing
and preparing for the next step on our journey.
