Many of you, in the short time that we have been in
Bethlehem, have become family to us.

Thanks to being a part of the Church, our
family is much larger than it would have been if we
didn’t belong to a community of faith. By being a
part of something greater, and being a part of the
body of Christ, our family doesn’t seem to have any
limits.

As we saw the familiar faces of people from
our home congregations, shared stories of our time
here, and updated each other on our lives, we
remembered the places where we have journeyed
together. We recognized that we are connected by
something greater than blood relation or by living
near each other. We are connected by our faith in
God. Together, we know that things don't have to be
perfect and that bad things really do happen. There
are moments of deep sadness and of great joy. As a
community of faith, and thereby a family, we get to
be there for each other and to share these times.

This doesn’'t mean that we always agree with
each other or that everything is always as it gthoul
be. Instead, it means that we practice love, pe¢ien
and kindness. As family members, we listen to what
the other person is saying before we speak. We see
where we are needed, and we volunteer to help. We
recognize that it isn't always about us and tha, it
instead, about doing God’s work with our hands.
