Dear Partners in Ministry, 
 
The Lenten Journey is almost over.  On 
Maundy Thursday, April 1st, we will 
gather for worship to remember the Last 
Supper, as Jesus gathered with family 
and friends for one final meal before his 
arrest, trial, and execution.   We will 
remember his demonstration of love, as 
he washed his disciples’ feet and as he 
passed bread and wine around the 
table, declaring, “This is my body; this is 
my blood, given and shed for you.” 
We will gather on Good Friday, April 2nd, 
to remember Jesus’ six hours of 
suffering on the cross, the ultimate 
demonstration of Divine Love.  Even in 
the midst of his suffering, Jesus was 
able to reach out with love to his family 
and friends and with forgiveness to 
those who had nailed him to that cross.  
As we stand at the foot of the cross, we, 
too, are offered love and forgiveness 
which knows no end. 
We will gather on Saturday evening, 
April 3rd, for the Easter Vigil, beginning 
in the shadowy darkness of the grave,  
remembering the gift of baptism, and 
celebrating the light of Christ, which 
overcomes the darkness. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
And on Easter morning, we will be a part 
of the celebration which captured the 
lives of Mary Magdalene and Simon 
Peter and has continued to transform 
the lives of millions – for almost 2000 
years.

Rather, we have been offered 
the only true hope in the midst of an 
infinite Universe.  There is nothing else 
to save us.

But 
God’s promise to us, made real through 
the life, death, and resurrection of Jesus 
Christ, will last forever.  This is a time to 
celebrate!   
May this Easter Season be your joyful 
opportunity to deepen your commitment 
to the Risen Lord.

Throughout the month of March, we 

have been journeying on our Lenten 
pilgrimages. Many of us have “taken on” 
something new to help others. The youth served 
dinner at Holy Trinity Lutheran Church, where 
they came face to face with Christ through the 
people who were homeless and in need of 
shelter from the icy rain. Others have gathered 
food so that people who utilize New Bethany 
would continue to be fed. Clothing was donated 
to the Southside Ministries Thrift Shop, and 
letters were written to those who were 
homebound or recovering from illness. Through 
time spent in prayer, we have realized that God 
truly provides for us, continues to love us, and 
calls us to stay on this journey long after Lent is 
over. Christ has died, and Christ is risen. 
  With the celebration of Easter, we are 
reminded of that Sunday morning of over two 
thousand years ago. We recognize ourselves in 
the women who arrived at the tomb, frightened, 
and found that the tomb was indeed empty. We 
see the doubts of Thomas and the joy of Christ’s 
disciples when they recognize that Jesus is 
indeed our Savior. They saw Jesus killed with 
their own eyes, but even that was not able to 
stop him. He rose again! 
 We hear of the leaps of faith and the 
brave risks that the followers of Jesus take. Even 
as they see that Jesus is risen, they know that 
their earthly lives will be challenged if they 
share this good news with others. And yet they 
charge on, proclaiming the great story of 
Christ’s love to the point of his death and the 
joyful celebration of his risen life. They then 
share that this new life brings new and eternal 
life to all of us! 
 We know that the disciples followed the 
Great Commission that Jesus challenged them 
with. Jesus said to them, “All authority in 
heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go 
therefore and make disciples of all nations, 
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of 
the Son and of the Holy Spirit” (Matthew 28:18-
19). We are examples of how this has been 
carried out, because over two-thousand years 
later we are baptized followers of Christ. 

 

As we move from Lent into Easter, it 
may be easy to forget our Lenten pilgrimages 
and to become comfortable with the knowledge 
that just as Christ died and has risen, we are 
baptized into his death and have risen to new life 
in him. However, just as the early disciples, we 
are each given the Great Commission. We are 
called to reach out to others who are in need, to 
demonstrate how we are examples of the love 
that Jesus showed us, and to proclaim that Christ 
is risen! 
 Although this may be challenging, in a 
world where faith in God is questioned by 
unbelievers, it is no more challenging than it was 
for the first disciples. As we meet people who 
doubt, who call us names, and who don’t want to 
follow Christ, we also recognize that we are 
welcomed back into this church family. We are 
called together each week to proclaim together 
the Good News, to remember that we are loved, 
and to be fed by the body and blood of Christ. 
With this nourishment, we are given everything 
that we need to live out the Great Commission in 
our daily lives—to share the gifts that we have, 
to proclaim Christ Risen, and to live out our 
faith. For the one who first loved us is risen and 
continues to love us!
