This is one of my favorite times of the 

year. The cherry trees begin to show their 
beautiful pink blossoms, green sprouts on trees 
give way to leaves, and all of South Mountain 
seems to be covered in a variety of shades of 
green. And then there are the flowers. Tulips are 
in an array of colors, and the daffodils show 
their beautiful yellow. It seems that every time I 
turn around there are new flowers and new life. 
 It may be easy to get distracted by the 
beautiful weather, the spring sports that we 
enjoy watching, and the excitement of the end of 
another school year. However, even when we 
may forget the meaning of Easter in the midst of 
this beauty, God provides us with another nudge. 
The fear of death and the gloom and sadness are 
no longer with us. And with that, the snow and 
frozen land have given way to green grass, baby 
animals, and plenty of warm weather. Even 
nature is crying out that Christ is risen and is 
reminding us that this is a constant celebration!    
We have “unburied” the Alleluias, and we sing 
them with great joy each Sunday throughout the 
seven weeks of the Easter season. Although we 
celebrate on the Resurrection of Our Lord, or the 
First Sunday of Easter, this is a celebration that 
continues throughout the entire season of Easter 
and each Sunday thereafter. Christ is indeed 
risen, and we no longer have to worry about 
death. We have been given the promise of 
eternal life, the gift of great love, and the 
promise that Christ will continue to be with us. 
 On the fiftieth day of Easter, we once 
again celebrate Pentecost. This is the time when 
we remember the outpouring of the Spirit onto 
each of us. On this important day, some of St. 
Peter’s youth who are in the ninth grade will 
each make an affirmation of their baptism. They 
will boldly profess their faith in Christ, reject 
sin, and confess their faith in the church.    
 This day arrives with great joy after they 
have spent time learning about the Sacraments 
of Holy Communion and Baptism; studying the 
Apostles’ Creed, the Ten Commandments, and 
the Lord’s Prayer; looking into what it means to 
be a Lutheran; and diving into both the Old and 
the New Testaments with questions and insights.  
 

 These youth have found that it is good to have 
questions, because God provides us with 
exciting answers…and then often with even 
more questions.  
 Together, they have realized the 
importance of being in this community of 
believers. As the world sometimes seems to 
come crashing down around them, this 
community is there to walk with them. When 
things seem to be going well, people are here to 
celebrate with them. These youth have realized 
that they are all important children of God and 
that they are loved. This is true for each of us! 
 The Confirmands have heard the Easter 
message that Christ is risen! They have felt the 
outpouring of love in their lives, and have found 
that this is something to be continually 
celebrated. This gift of love is also something 
that impacts how they live out their lives. 
    We encourage you to join us in worship 
throughout the Easter season, to ask questions, 
to hear the good news of the Gospel message, 
and to celebrate with these Confirmands as they 
make their Affirmations of Baptism.
